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Bandpass Subwoofers

High-order bandpass subwoofers are more difficult to design and manufacturer than conventional direct radiating subwoofers, but they offer many advantages.

First, and probably most important, their efficiency is greatly improved. Well designed 7th order bandpass subwoofers like the BPS12-1 and BPS15-1, for example, show a 6 dB to 10 dB gain at the port frequencies.

High-order bandpass designs also provide improved loudspeaker loading that minimizes over excursion problems, and in doing so, greatly increase the power handling capability of the subwoofer system.

The improved loading of the high-order bandpass design also produces another extremely desirable feature, extremely "tight" bass with excellent transient response characteristics.
