The loudspeaker shall be a Renkus-Heinz Model ( ) or approved equal direct radiating subwoofer with (a 12" woofer.) (dual 12" woofers.)

The 12" woofer shall have a 3" edge-wound voice coil with a "longthrow" magnetic structure and be capable of handling 400 Watts RMS, 800 Watts program.

The subwoofer shall have a frequency range of 40 Hz to 120 Hz. Its maximum output SPL level shall be at least ( dB) program, ( dB) peak,

The subwoofer's enclosure shall be constructed from 13-ply birch, heavily braced and lined with fiberglass to suppress resonance. The enclosure shall weigh no more than ( ) Lbs. and shall be no larger than (20 1/2" high,15 1/2" wide, and 211/2" deep.) (14 1/2 ' high, 32" wide and 23 1/4" deep.)

A matching perforated metal grille shall be included. The finish shall be (black paint) (white paint) (custom color paint) (natural) (PNX models only – weather resistant.)
